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CALL FOR EXPERTS
’Youth for Human Rights!’ is a networking project of seven different Erasmus+ National Agencies of the European programme Erasmus+: Youth in Action. The Estonian National Agency Archimedes Foundation is responsible for the overall coordination. The German National Agency JUGEND für Europa coordinates the expert group on human rights education in the field of youth within this project. Further partners are: Interkulturelles Zentrum (Austria), JINT – International Youth Work Coordination Agency (Belgium Flanders), Agency for International Programmes for Youth (Latvia), Agency for Mobility and EU Programmes (Croatia) and IUVENTA - Slovak Youth Institute (Slovakia). 
Within the project a transnational group of experts was created to develop the educational concepts, modules and recommendations for the field of youth. The expert group worked in three subgroups which were focused on specific tasks:
- training concept, resources and tools for training of trainers, and training of youth workers;
- training concept, resources and tools for training of NA Erasmus+ employees;
- recommendations for mainstreaming human rights education in the formal education of youth workers. 

We are offering a further collaboration to the team of two experts, who took part in the subgroup focusing on the recommendations for mainstreaming HRE in the formal education of youth workers, to develop a document based on the framework which was outlined by the expert subgroup: 
1. HRE and youth work in Europe (common understanding based on existing definitions; 
2. importance of HRE and HR approach in youth work; 
3. HRE competences of youth worker (existing frameworks and the common areas); 
4. good practices (examples of good practice to contextualize the recommendation in chapter 2 and 3; 
5. list of resources (relevant resources providing theoretical background, educational tools and the context of youth policy in the field of HRE).

Framework of the document serves as a basis for the writers and can be extended or adapted if this change will raise the quality of the final paper.

The expected output:
- a coherent draft of the paper covering all parts of the document framework delivered by 5 March 2018 (presumed length ca 10 pages)
- attendance at the expert group meeting on April 16-17, 2018 in Tallinn, Estonia which will be devoted to the consultations and discussions of the draft (at least one member of the team is expected to attend the meeting)
- recommendations for NA staff on utilizing the document at Transfer seminars (max 1 page, based on the results of the expert group meeting in Tallinn); by 30 April 2018
- pre-final version of the document incorporating the results of the discussion/consultations of the expert group meeting in Tallinn); by 30 April 2018
- communication with project partners and other experts involved in the review process of the pre-final version of the document 
- finalization of the document based on the online review comments by experts or project partners by 20 May 2018 
Fee 
The selected experts will get a fee of 290 € per expert day each for:
- writing a draft: 10 days per expert
- writing a pre-final version and recommendations for NA: 2 days per expert 
- writing a final version: 1 day per expert 

Selection criteria
The call for experts is open to the members of the project expert subgroup which developed the framework of the document to ensure the continuity of the conceptual work already provided. 
The experts are expected to apply as a team of two to ensure their ability to cooperate on the output. At least one of the team is supposed to attend the expert group meeting on 16 – 17 April 2018 in Tallinn.
Other selection criteria are: 
 Experiences in academic writing/developing theoretical concepts related to youth work and human rights education 
 Knowledge of the political dimensions of human rights, human rights education and youth work in Europe
 Ability to make comprehensible and adaptable proposals to the project 
 Ability to prepare and present papers 
 Ability to share experiences and expertise.
